Background:  
 
Request to Discontinue Footwear Design and Merchandising Minor 
The Footwear Design and Merchandising minor has not been active in recent academic years. No 
courses regarding the topic have been offered, and no students are currently enrolled in or pursuing the 
program. As a result, the minor has had no measurable impact on student learning or program 
outcomes within the department. Given the lack of course offerings, student demand, and relevance to 
the current curriculum structure, the minor no longer contributes significantly to the overall mission or 
strategic goals of the program. 
 
The minor has not played a role in supporting the department’s core academic mission because it has 
not been active in recent years. Its inactivity has no adverse effect on the quality or integrity of the 
primary degree programs. The program continues to provide comprehensive and relevant instruction 
through its existing curriculum in apparel design, product development, and merchandising, ensuring 
that students receive a well-rounded and industry-aligned education without reliance on the 
discontinued minor. 
 
The Footwear Design and Merchandising minor has shown no student enrollment or course activity in 
recent years; therefore, it lacks measurable demand. Because there is no student enrollment or course 
offering, the program does not generate FTES or justify instructional resources. Therefore, it cannot be 
considered cost-effective compared to active programs in the discipline that demonstrate measurable 
student demand and productivity.  
 
The discontinuation of the Footwear Design and Merchandising minor will have no impact on the future 
employment status of faculty or staff. The courses associated with the minor have not been offered in 
recent years, and no faculty have current teaching assignments, workload, or release time related to the 
program. All faculty involved are fully engaged in the department’s core instructional areas, such as 
fashion design, product development, textiles, and merchandising, which continue to have strong 
student enrollment and program demand. Therefore, eliminating the inactive minor will not affect 
faculty workload, reassignment, or employment security. 
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
